GENERAL INFORMATION REGARDING THE COMPETITIVE AND LEADERSHIP EVENTS

GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Membership will be checked before online testing; non‑members will be deleted. Only members who have been reported on the Official DECA Roster will be eligible to compete in online testing. 

2. The REQUEST FOR SPECIAL SERVICES for any student whose special needs have been identified and are in compliance with their Individualized Education Program (IEP) must be submitted with the registration.
3. Receipt of the completed registration materials in the state office must be by December 11, 2009.
COMPETITIVE EVENTS

1. The top 14 competitors in each individual event from the North Region and the top 14 competitors in each individual event from the South Region will qualify to attend and compete at the State Career Development Conference.
2. The top 7 teams from the North Region and the top 7 teams from the South Region will qualify to attend and compete at the State Career Development Conference.

INDIVIDUAL EVENTS

1. There is no limit on the number of individual event participants a chapter may enter.
2. Each student in the individual events will be required to take a 100-question test.
PRINCIPLES OF BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION EVENTS

1. These events are for first year DECA members.

2. There is no limit on the number of individual event participants a chapter may enter (must be first year DECA member).

3. Each student in the individual events will be required to take a 100-question test.

TEAM MANAGEMENT DECISION MAKING EVENTS

1. There is no limit on the number of team event participants a chapter may enter.  


2. Participants in Team Management Decision Making Events will each take a 100-question test.

SUBSTITUTIONS

Substitutions must be made before December 16, 2009.  No substitutions will be allowed after this date.  Substitution requests must be in printed form.
