ALABAMA HOSA

CODE OF CONDUCT*

The following conduct code applies to all participants in HOSA activities and should be shared with adult chaperones, guests, and family members:

1. Name badges will be required for admittance and must be worn at all times to official functions.  Name tags should be removed when you are not attending official functions.

2. Behavior at times should be such that if reflects a positive, professional image of the HOSA member, his/her school, and HOSA.

3. Members are expected to attend all general sessions and workshops.

4. Members will arrive on time for sessions.

5. Members will remain in their seats throughout the sessions.  

6. Members will be considerate of office candidates as they make their speeches and answer questions about being elected to office.

7. Members will not chew gum, or eat candy or food during official sessions.

8. Hotel rules must be observed.  Members will not leave the hotel room to explore on their own.  Rooms are to be locked at all times.  Members are responsible for care of hotel room, equipment, and facilities.  Members are liable for any damage.  Advisers need to check all guest rooms before departure.
9. Members will observe to the conference/workshop curfew.   Members are to be in their own rooms at this time and are not to leave their rooms after curfew.  Members should not go anywhere alone.  Members are not allowed to go to the lobby for telephone calls or to the ice machine, nor are they allowed to order foods, such as pizza, etc.

10. HOSA advisors must know the location of all of their members at all times.

11. HOSA advisors attending the meeting will be responsible for supervising their members and state officer(s).

12. Members will not purchase, possess, consume, or be under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs at any time.

13. Smoking is not allowed.

14. Members will be appropriately dressed at all times.   Jeans, shorts, and tops  

      showing your stomach are not acceptable clothing attire. 
15. Cell phones and pagers should be turned off at all times during the meeting.

16. Members who disregard the rules will be subject to disciplinary action and may be sent home.  Parents, guardians, and school administration will be notified.

        *These rules are in addition to the National HOSA Conduct Code.

Advisors if you do not want your delegates to make incidental room charges, please notify the hotel.
