
Course Title
The title of the course as stated in the course of study.
Unit:   The unit number and title that describes the content being taught in the unit.

Content Standards(s) & Depth of Knowledge Level(s) (DOK):   A statement that identifies what the student will know and be able to do at the completion of the course.

DOK identifies the Depth of Knowledge level as indicated by the number assigned to each level.  Level 1, 2, 3 or 4. 

Learning Objective(s) & DOK Level(s):  The expected behavior of the learner as he/she engages in learning the content knowledge and skills included in the unit.  The learning objective(s) lead to mastery of the content standard(s).
DOK identifies the Depth of Knowledge level as indicated by the number assigned to each level.  Level 1, 2, 3 or 4. 

Essential Question(s):  Written question(s) that narrows the focus of learning.  Essential Questions are written in a way that challenges higher- order thinking and promotes in-depth investigation.  Therefore, they are not questions that can be answered with a simple “yes” or “no.”  They are not limited in number.

Unit/Course CTSO Activity:  The CTSO chapter or individual activity that relates to the content taught in the unit. 

Unit/Course Culminating Product:  The final assessment piece for the unit of study. It is both a demonstration of a student’s learning and an extension of that learning.
Course/Program Credential(s):  The certificate, credential, or degree awarded to the student at the end of a course, program, or after completing postsecondary or higher education.
