Fundraising Ideas

Alpha Omega Dinner

Have a dinner- which is only really a beginning and end, for example Salad and Peach Cobbler. You sell tickets for $5, and also hold a silent auction. This is not an expensive fundraiser to prepare for and can bring in good money if advertised well!

Hamburger Dinners on Parent/Teacher Conferences Night

Provide a meal at a minimal cost for Parent/Teacher Conference Night.  

Little Caesar’s Pizza Kits

This company has a good fundraising system in place already. You can find out about this fundraiser by going to their Web site (http://www.pizzakit.com/default.asp). If there isn’t a Little Caesar’s in your area, other companies also have pizza kit and coupon programs (example: Hot Stuff Pizza).

Muffins in a Jar

Layer all of the dry ingredients for muffins in a glass jar. Attach the recipe. This has worked great in many chapters.  Sell the jars for people to use as gifts.

Money for Madness

Collect money at the school’s business office. For every $25, $50, or $100 you collect, have your principal, teachers or the superintendent do crazy things like dressing funny, singing, doing cheers, etc!

Carwash

Host a carwash (when the weather is appropriate) to make some needed travel money. While patrons are waiting for their cars to be cleaned, have them step inside and check out your STAR Events, project displays & learn about FCCLA! Members could also entertain with refreshments and a showcase of the member’s talents!

Personal Assistant Auction

Auction off chapter members to the community as workers for a day. You would then set up a time with your “boss” and go help them for a day. This could be used to help on a farm, someone’s business, with yard work, or just around the house. 

Mascot Items

Contact a company and have items like beach towels, temporary tattoos, t-shirts, socks, etc. made with your school’s mascot. Sell them in your town, at school, or sporting events.

Mr. FCCLA

Have a pageant in your school, where male chapter members participate in a beauty pageant. Make them obtain sponsors for an entry fee. 

Silent Auction

Hold a silent auction with donated items or coupons like homework passes or free event admission that could be used at your school. Items from community donors would also be great.  Sell refreshments for bidders as well!

Dance Competition/Marathon

Host a Dance Competition/Marathon. Charge an entry fee and offer great prizes for the winners. In a marathon setting, participants would take pledges for how long they dance and then collect the money from their sponsors.
