	PROCEDURES/ACTIVITIES:  In groups of four, students determine the importance of family members spending time together.  They analyze their own family interaction patterns to determine how much time their family members spend together.  Students develop a plan as to how family life can be strengthened by family members spending time together.       
1. Students research the importance of family members spending time together.  (1 ½ hours)
2. Students analyze the amount of time and activities their family spend together.  (Homework)

3. Using the information collected form their investigations, students develop a plan that provides time and activities for family members to spend time together.  (1 hour)

4. Using ideas included in their plan, each student develops a plan for his/her family to spend quality time together.  (30 minutes)

5. Each student selects an activity and implements it with his/her family.  (Homework)

6. Each student writes a summary about the time spend with his/her family.  (30 minutes)

7. Students write an article for the school/local newspaper that shares their ideas on how families can spend quality time with each other.  (1 hour)

8. Groups present their plans to the class.  (30 minutes)
