Promoted sanitation to the entire student body by getting hand sanitizers placed in the school cafeteria.  They also educated students on the importance of having clean hands before eating.

Healthy Snacks


Educated students about making healthy snack choices.  Students purchased a vending machine filled with healthy snacks and placed it in the study halls for students to use when they became hungry.
