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When I give my students this assignment, I give them two months to work on it because it does require a lot of interviewing with family members and I want them to do a good job with it.   For some of my students, it was presented to their mothers on Mother's Day as a gift.
 

I do not require my students to buy a scrapbook, fancy paper, stickers, etc.  They can, but it is not required or they can use a 25 cent folder.  I do not allow notebook paper with lines.  
 

Be sure when you are grading, you do not mark in their scrapbook.  Remember, this is a keepsake and we wouldn't want to take away from it with grading marks.  I usually make a grading sheet with room  to make comments which I insert into the front of their scrapbook.  By my comments they know I read every word by what I write.  This much work from them is worth my time to read carefully.
