CTE Completer Seal

Usage Guide and Directions
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General Information

The CTE Completer Seal is designed to assist Alabama’s career/technical education administrators and teachers in their efforts to recognize the academic achievements of their students.

Available are eight (8) different versions of the CTE Completer Seal. These seals can be downloaded from Alabama’s career/technical education Web sites to create embossers, seals for diplomas, and other documents. 

Seal designs available include the following:

1. Black and White

· EPS file (Illustrator)

· TIF file (72dpi)

· TIF file (300 dpi)

· JPEG file (300 dpi)

2. Color

· EPS file (Illustrator)

· TIF file (72dpi)

· TIF file (300 dpi)

· JPEG file (300 dpi)

To use these seals simply:

1. Determine which seal is needed. Contact the vendor creating your customized seals or embosser for their file requirements.

2. Select the seal design or file needed. If you are generating a document from your computer, which will use the Completer Seal design/logo, select the higher resolution.

3. Download the seal design(s) to your computer, CDs, diskettes, etc.  

4. Provide downloaded information to your vendor.   

What is DPI?

According to Webopedia (www.webopedia.com), an online resource for information about computer technology, dpi is an abbreviation for “dots per inch,” which indicates the resolution of images, such as photos. The more dots per inch, the higher the resolution of an image.  For example, a common resolution for laser printers is 600 dots per inch. This means there are 600 dots across and 600 dots down, for a total of 360,000 dots per square inch.

· 72 dpi images are appropriate for items that will appear on a Web site. 

· 300 dpi images are appropriate for items that will be printed.  

Additional Information

· To enhance the overall appearance of your seals, consider using high-quality, colorized, and/or heavier weight foil seals.

· The CTE Completer Seal design does not contain any background or shadowing effects.

· The CTE Completer Seal design is available in a variety of formats for use in your computer-generated documents.
